REVISION OF 5% TO 8" SEMESTERS SCHEME AND 5™ & 6" SEMESTERS
SYLLABUS OF UG PROGRAMS FOR BATCH ADMITTED DURING AY
2022-23

The Dean Academics informed the Council that, the credit structure of 5™ to 8®
semesters and syllabus of 5" and 6% semester for 2022-23 batch of students have been
reviewed as suggested by Academic Council members during the 22" AC meeting.

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The Head of the departments made a brief presentation on the scheme briefing the
changes made in the revised curriculum. The syllabus of 5" and 6" semester was also
placed before the council for approval.

After detailed discussions, the Council approved 5% to 8" semester scheme and 5" & 6'
semester syllabus for the batch admitted during the AY 2022-23 with the following
suggestions:

1. ME - NPTEL course as Value Added Course cannot be taught as Intemship.
Kindly relook.

2. IEM - The open elective course “Operations Research” offered both in 7%
and 8" semester shall have different title and course code to avoid confusion
among students.

3. AS — “System Engineering” course should be taught as Core course for
Aerospace Engineering Students.

4. EE — Offer “Electrical Machine Design and Drawing” course as professional
core instead of Professional elective course.

5. ML — The course “Industrial IOT” may be replaced by “Industry 4.0” course
which is introduced as open elective in 8" semester.

The approved Scheme for 5" to 8" scmesters and 5" & 6" semester syllabus is
provided in Annexure-V.

PROPOSED METHOD FOR MAINTENANCE OF ANSWER SCRIPTS (BOTH
HARD AND SOFT COPY) IN THE OFFICE OF COE FROM THE AY 2024-25

The Controller of Examination proposed the following method for maintenance of
answer scripts in the office of COE:

- After the announcement of the results of Regular, Re-appear, Make-up, Re-
registered and Supplementary semesters, the hard copy of the answer scripts will be
kept for 11 months in the office of Controller of Examinations and then it will be
sent for shredding.

- The scanned copies of the answer scripts will be kept in encrypted hard drive for
three years after the announcement of results and then the data will be erased from
the hard drive.

The Council approved the proposal with a suggestion to follow regulations of apex
bodies like AICTE / UGC / VTU in this regard and implement accordingly.

CONDUCTION OF THREE INTERNAL TESTS (CIE) FOR B.E. STUDENTS
FROM THE ACADEMIC YEAR 2024-25

The College is conducting two tests for B.E students from the academic year 2023-24.
However, many first-year students (admitted during the academic year 2023-24) have

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requested for compensatory test as they have missed either of the tests due to illness and
expressed that they will lose eligibility to write Semester End Examination (SEE).

The request was considered and as a one-time measure, students were permitted to take
compensatory tests with medical reasons.

In view of the above, considering the eligibility perspective (to appear for SEE) of the
students, to replace the conduction of compensatory test and coverage of all the
learning outcomes. From AY 2023-24 even semester and onwards, it is proposed to
conduct three internal tests at nearly uniform intervals.

The CIE marks will be calculated taking average of two best scores from three tests.

The Council approved the proposal of conducting three internal tests.

SECTION 5: ANY OTHER SUBJECT WITH PERMISSION OF THE CHAIR

The Dean Academic informed the members that, as per the existing clause 9.3 of
Academic Rules and Regulations of the College,

“A student shall be required to withdraw from the program and leave the Autonomous
College on the following grounds:

= Absence from classes for more than six weeks at a time in a semester without
leave of absence being granted by the competent Authority.

= Failure to meet the standards of discipline as prescribed by the Autonomous
College from time to time”.
Proposed modification:

If a student is absent for a long duration without permission from competent
authority for any emergency reason, such case shall be recommended by the
Proctor and HoD verifying the genuity of the case with valid and substantial
evidences. Such students may be permitted to continue their studies subject to
complete the remaining part of the program with-in the maximum duration i.e.,
8 years for B.E. Regular and 6 years for Lateral Entry students. The other
conditions will remain unaltered.

The Council approved the proposed modification.

The cluster chair person, Dr. Veena N. Hegde extended a warm welcome to all the BOS
members to the meeting.

As per the interest expressed by external BOS experts to have a preliminary discussion prior
to presentations by HoDs, there was a brief discussion on curricular reforms expected from
an industry point of view.
