B.M.S. College of Engineering (BMSCE) Bengaluru has the unique distinction of being the 

first private engineering college established in the country. Started in the year 1946, the 

institution owes its existence to the vision of its beloved founders, Late Sri. B. M. Sreenivasaiah 

and his illustrious son Late Sri. B. S. Narayan. Over the past 76 years of its illustrious existence, 

BMSCE has produced more than 40,000 graduates who have enriched the world through their 

immense contributions as engineers or leaders for mankind. The Institution is approved by 

AICTE and permanently affiliated to VTU, Belagavi. The college is aided by Government of 

Karnataka.  BMSCE is approved as QIP Centre in Engineering & Technology by AICTE.  The 

College is beneficiary of TEQIP World Bank Project and has the distinction of being awarded 

best performance rating in all three Phases. The institution is a Beneficiary of Global Initiative 

Academic Network (GIAN).  BMSCE is the only Partner institution in the country of the 

Melton Foundation, USA. The College is accredited by National Assessment and Accreditation 

Council (NAAC) with the highest grade of A++ in the Second Cycle and a CGPA of 3.83 on a 

scale of four. Currently all the Undergraduate Programmes offered by the institution hold the 

status of Accreditation from National Board of Accreditation (NBA), New Delhi in tier I

Gender Audit Methods: 

The audit was conducted on a broad framework to review the elements of gender sensitive 

infrastructure and support measures, gender equity and gender balance, female faculty and 

student representation in various academic and administrative forums, gender equity promotion 

programmes organised and conclusion and recommendation to be arrived based on the above 

review. 

The parameters reviewed by the Audit Team and noted the following: 

 The institution has created favourable atmosphere for women staff and girl students.  

The institution has formed various committees like Women Cell, Students Grievance 

Redressal Committee (SGRC), Anti-Ragging Committee, Vigilance Squads, SC/ST 

Cell, College Internal Complaints Committee (CICC), Campus Discipline Committee, 

and Internal Committee for Students with Disabilities and others.  

 The BMSCE Women Cell strives to promote gender equality among faculty and 

students at all levels of functioning.  The cell has created Gender Equity Policy with an 

aim to ensure fairness across all genders. The Cell regularly conducts numerous gender 

equity and empowerment programmes.

As part of the audit process, the committee visited the ladies common room facility, Student 

Counselling Centre, reviewed the women safety and security measures in the campus (both 

hostel and College premises), financial assistance extended by the institution to women 

students under various schemes apart from Central and State Government Schemes, gender 

sensitive infrastructure and support measures, Welfare measures extended to female faculties 

and students and it impact, curricular (courses offered on gender, ethics and values etc) and 

co-curricular activities and others.  The audit team also interacted with various student groups 

and faculty members.  The Committee appreciated various measures introduced towards 

gender equity duly supplemented by numerous safety and security measures at college and 

hostels and functioning of various related committees and functionaries.  The Audit report is 

attached herewith.  
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Gender sensitive infrastructure and support measures:  

Ladies Common Room facility is provided in the Ground Floor of Platinum Jubilee Block. The 

space is designed to give girl students place to relax, study and have informal discussions in 

their free time. Hygienically maintained rest rooms are attached to the Common Room Facility. 

 

 

Student Counselling Centre and full-fledged Counsellor:  

The mental health is an important aspect and crucial to have a support system in place. The 

counselling services is a great resource for the students who may be struggling with their mental 

health. 

A Full-fledged student counsellor Ms. Sneha Harish is available to offer counselling services. 

Ms Sneha Harish completed her M.Sc in Clinical psychology and has been working as a 

psychologist for the past 4 years. 
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 The BMSCE Counselling cell was established in the year 2016. The Cell helps students going 

through mental health issues, struggling with depression, anxiety, stress, relationship problems, 

OCD and other mental health concerns. The Cell is committed to support and guide the students 

facing problems in achieving their goals. Recently the Counselling cell also conducted a mental 

health camp for the students and staff to spread awareness about mental health. The counsellor 

also conducts inclusion session for the students to make them aware how to help other fellow-

students who are going through mental health issues. During covid, the counsellor also gave a 

talk on how to practice mindfulness during stressful times. Video call consultation was also 

enabled during this time for the students. The counselling sessions are conducted through 

appointment basis through email.  

 

Other Facilities and Gender Sensitive Measures: 

 1) The College has Gender Equity Policy with an aim to ensure fairness across all genders. 

 2) The College Women Cell has been formed to consider and redress grievances of women 

(staff and students). The Cell regularly conducts gender sensitive programmes on Women 

Health, Self Defence, Sanitation and Hygiene, Literacy, Woman Entrepreneurship, Legal 

Awareness and many other activities. The Cell Conducts International Women’s Day Every 

Year during the Month of March to celebrate the achievements and contribution of Women. 

 3) The College Internal Complaints Committee (CICC) has been formed to redress grievances 

(if any) regarding sexual harassment and exploitation. 

 4) All the management service, leave and other benefits are being extended to the faculty and 

staff members from time to time. 

 5) The Anti-Ragging Cell and Squads ensure that the Campus and Hostels are ragging free. 
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 6) The Exclusive Girls Hostel facility is provided. Girls Hostels are supervised by a Lady 

Warden who is also a faculty of the college. 

 7) The Girls Hostel is secured through 24-hour security personnel and Medical and Ambulance 

facilities for any medical emergency. 

 8) CCTV Monitoring devices installed at different locations within the college and hostel 

campus and also within library and gate areas. 

 9) The governance of the institution is monitored through various statutory and non-statutory 

committees. Ample women representation in terms of faculty and students are being 

encouraged at all times. 

 10) Women faculty occupy various senior academic and administrative positions like Deans, 

HODs, Chief Co-ordinator, IQAC, Wardens, Heads of Units and Committees, PRO, 

Superintendents etc. 

 11) All curricular and extra-curricular committees, technical clubs like IEEE student Branch, 

IEEE-PES, IEEE-APS, IEEE-SSCS, ISTE student chapter, mechanical Engineering 

Association, CodeIO club of CSE, Protocol club of CSE, ELSOC, ISA-BMSCE and non-

technical clubs like nature connect, photography, mountaineering all have female and male 

student representation.
